Treasurer’s Report





For the fiscal year ending December, 31, 2007, we had income of $94,685.34 and expenses of $82,342.63 for a gain of $12,342.71.  These figures include the NAEP academy held at the end of our conference that we allowed TOAL members to attend at no cost following our annual conference.  This left an ending balance in our checking account of $49,626.10.   Included in this figure is the $1530.00 given to the TOAL scholarship fund.  





Our CD matured in January with a balance of 33,453.98 and the board elected to move funds from the checking account to the CD to bring its total to $60,000.00 at 4.5% interest.  The current interest rate on the checking account is .05%.  





All monthly treasurers’ reports and bank statements have been forward to the national office for our annual audit.





We recently made our annual $1000.00 donation to the NAEP scholarship fund. This year the TOAL region will be the recipient of one of these scholarships – so be looking for information as to how to apply for it.

Call for Speakers

Copying linked text boxes


You can copy an article or a chain of text boxes that are linked together, to another document or to another location in the same document. To copy linked text boxes and the text they contain, you must copy all the linked text boxes in an article. Select the first text box in an article. Hold down Shift, and click each additional text boxes you want to copy. On the Edit menu, click Copy. Click where you want to copy the text boxes and then click Paste.


To copy some of the text from  an article, select the text you want to copy from the article and then copy it. Do not select the text box. You can paste text you’ve copied directly into your document, into another location within the same article, or into another article.(
